WHEREAS, the Board passed Resolution 08-19-05 revising the definition of “Property”
under Section 1 of said Guidelines to exclude “lands of the State of New York that are under the
jurisdiction of the Regulating District”; and

WHEREAS, under section 2896(1), each public authority is required to annually review
and approve the District’s Guidelines detailing policies and instructions governing the disposition
of property of such public authority; and

WHEREAS, the Governance Committee recommended that the Regulating District’s
Disposition of Property Guidelines Section 2, subdivision F, paragraph (iv), subparagraphs 3 & 4
be revised to reduce the threshold for preparation of an explanatory statement from $100,000 to
$15,000 in the circumstances described therein; and

WHEREAS, the approved Guidelines for the Disposition of Property must be submitted
to the Authority Budget Office as part of the District’s Annual Report pursuant to Public
Authority Law 2800; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of the Hudson River-Black
River Regulating does hereby approve the attached revised “Disposition of Property Guidelines”,
which is attached hereto and becomes a part hereof, pursuant to Section 2896(1) of the Public
Authorities Law.
